STEP 1:  Complete the Orthotic and Prosthetic Fitter AAS degree at Century College (60 credits)

Important Notes:

•	Human Anatomy and Physiology I & II must be taken at CSP, as noted in Step 2.
•	For students who begin at Century College who also want to complete their general education 

courses, it is recommended to complete the MN Transfer Curriculum (MnTC) not met by the AAS 
degree at Century.

•	 If pursuing the MS Orthotics and Prosthetics (MSOP) degree, students should take coursework in 
Statistics, Biology, Chemistry, Physics, and Psychology are recommended to take.

BACHELOR OF SCIENCE PROGRAM INFORMATION

•	 CSP and Century College have their own admissions standards. Both standards must be met separately in order 
to pursue the BS Orthotics and Prosthetics degree due to the shared coursework. It is recommended students 
connect with both institutions when planning their degree path.

•	 The BS Orthotics and Prosthetics degree is not accredited as an assistant-level program. Furthermore, 
students are unable to become an ABC-certified O&P Assistant solely through completion of this degree. ABC 
certification requirements can be found on abcop.org

•	 In order to graduate with a bachelor’s degree from CSP, Century’s Orthotic and Prosthetic Fitter AAS, CSP’s 
coursework listed below, Clinical Applications Diploma at Century, and completion of CSP’s general education 
requirements must all be completed.

REQUIREMENTS FOR GRADUATION

•	 Minimum of 120 credits

•	 36 credits of upper level courses (300-400 level courses)

•	 Minimum of 30 credits taken at CSP

•	 Minimum cumulative GPA of 2.0 (3.0 GPA required for MSOP admittance)

•	 Completion of all CSP’s general education requirements, including two theology courses taken at CSP
